* Jo Shim moved to donate $100.00 to New Mount Zion Baptist Church for all they did the night of
the School Board Candidate Forum. The motion was seconded. Discussion, though, led us to the
acknowledgment that, based on a letter from the Department of Agriculture, we cannot presently
give or receive charitable donations.
